SSIS Worker Training 

As a fiscal worker, you are often required to know and understand what the social worker must complete prior to you finishing your assigned task. There are many areas of SSIS that cross over, requiring you to access training material that is social worker focused. Fiscal Software Specifications (Specs)
Fiscal software specs contain detailed design documents with business rules. Many of Fiscal training modules refer to specific pages in a related spec. 

Fiscal Mentors
