Treatment programs include outpatient and residential services, which vary in length and intensity.  Detoxification services are available for those individuals suffering from acute intoxication and/or withdrawal symptoms.  While the Department of Human Services sets policy and standards for services, and provides funding for treatment services, our partners and providers work together to deliver services that match the needs of individuals.

2016 Drug and Alcohol Abuse in Minnesota: A Biennial Report to the Legislature
The 2016 Biennial Report includes information related to: 1) The nature and consequences of substance abuse 2) Substance use and abuse trends in Minnesota 3) A description of the current continuum of care for substance use disorder in Minnesota, including recommendations to reduce barriers to services and improve the continuum by expanding the nature of services available 4) An overview of the publicly funded service delivery system in Minnesota, and 5) Identification of ongoing collaborative and cooperative efforts among state entities to increase positive outcomes.

2016 Drug and Alcohol Abuse in Minnesota: A Biennial Report to the Legislature
Alcohol and Drug Abuse Division Stakeholder Engagement
In early June, the Alcohol and Drug Abuse Division (ADAD) will convene three workgroups to continue stakeholder engagement to redesign the chemical health system.

The workgroups will incorporate the 2013 Legislative Report: Minnesota’s Model of Care for Substance Use Disorder recommendation to update Minnesota’s treatment system from an acute, episodic model of treatment to a chronic, longitudinal model of health care.  The model described in the report is presently being piloted in White Earth Nation and Red Lake Band of Chippewa Indians.

As part of this work, ADAD is also planning outreach and engagement activities to support the redesign of the chemical health system.  Additional information can be found in E-Memo #16-21.

ADAD looking to pursue three federal grants to address the opiate epidemic
Minnesota is continuing to experience an unprecedented rise in the use of prescription opioids. The problems associated with the increase of opioid use are statewide and include increased prevalence of addiction, pre-natal exposure to opioids, overdose and death.  In order to stem the tide, the Department of Human Services is looking into pursuing three Substance Abuse and Mental Health Services Administration (SAMHSA) grants to address the opiate epidemic. Minnesota takes key steps in fight against opiate abuse
In the 2015 legislative session the governor and Legislature took action to reduce the spread of opiates by enhancing care for pregnant women addicted to opiates, and by promoting participation by prescribers and pharmacists in the Prescription Monitoring Program and funding training for physicians on addiction, prescribing opiates and alternative approaches to pain management. Minnesota is also expanding the state’s capacity so that a greater number of Minnesotans on public programs needing to be monitored for abusive prescription behavior can be included in the monitoring program.

Federal Medicaid Reimbursement Status for Certain Chemical Health Programs
DHS is responsible for determining whether Chemical Dependency (CD) treatment services meet requirements to receive federal funding.  The federal government does not allow federal funds to be used in any chemical treatment program that is determined to be an Institution for Mental Diseases (IMD). DHS is responsible for determining which programs are IMDs and ensuring alignment with the federal requirements for reimbursement for treatment services. An internal review raised concerns about how DHS has determined the eligibility of some Rule 31 chemical dependency treatment programs for Medicaid reimbursement. Therefore, we are working with Centers for Medicare and Medicaid Services (CMS) in order to ensure alignment with federal rules.  The IMD status of a program does not affect a client’s eligibility for publically funded treatment, and we are not expecting increased barriers or delays in access to services.
