The Alcohol and Drug Abuse Division works with partners and providers to ensure that detoxification services and treatment services for addiction are available throughout the state.  Treatment programs include outpatient and residential services, which vary in length and intensity.  Detoxification services are available for those individuals suffering from acute intoxication and/or withdrawal symptoms.  While the Department of Human Services sets policy and standards for services, and provides funding for treatment services, our partners and providers work together to deliver services that match the needs of individuals.

Through participation in the Summit, community teams will have an opportunity to begin the journey of collaboration around the concepts of a recovery oriented systems of care (ROSC) framework and a recovery continuum beginning with prevention through long-term recovery and resilience.

Minnesota takes key steps in fight against opiate abuse

Efforts to curb a wave of prescription drug abuse and addiction to other opiates marked the first full year of the Minnesota State Substance Abuse Strategy. Minnesota met the strategy's immediate goals to increase education for physicians and other front-line professionals about treatments for opioid dependence, how abuse of opioid-based prescription drugs can lead to addiction to other opiates like heroin and how to reverse an opiate overdose. Minnesota’s Model of Care for Substance Use Disorder

During the 2012 Legislative Session, the Minnesota Legislature enacted a law directing the Commissioner of Human Services to collaborate with counties, tribes, and other stakeholders to develop a community-based integrated model of care to improve the effectiveness and efficiency of the service continuum for chemically dependent individuals in Minnesota.  This report provides an overview of the model of care and concludes with recommendations for implementation.

The 2014 Minnesota Survey on Adult Substance Use (MNSASU): A telephone survey conducted in English and Spanish to estimate the need of treatment for substance use disorders.

The Minnesota Department of Human Services is conducting a statewide telephone survey on issues related to substance use and mental health. The results of the survey will help Minnesota Department of Human Services better plan for the health needs of Minnesotans, including various prevention and treatment efforts for substance use related issues. The telephone survey is being conducted by Westat, an independent research organization on behalf of the Minnesota Department of Human Services.  The selected participants will receive a call from the survey vendor, with a phone number 651-451-5843 displayed on Caller ID.
As a single authority responsible for defining a statewide response to drug and alcohol abuse, the Minnesota Department of Human Services requires accurate estimates of the need for substance abuse treatment among adults. The results of the survey will provide useful information to facilitate precise targeting of available resources and to improve prevention and treatment design.

The participants of the survey were randomly selected and the survey is anonymous and confidential. All the information you provide during the interview is held confidential to the fullest extent of the law and will be released only in statistical, summary form. That is, your responses will be aggregated with the responses of others and published as combined information only.
