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May 29, 2015 – MHCP Provider Update WAV-15-07
What is changing?
Legislation passed by the 2009 Minnesota Legislature and amended by the 2012 Minnesota Legislature affected home and community-based services, including Consumer Directed Community Supports (CDCS) waiver services. Minnesota Statutes 256B.4912, subdivision 1(b) requires people providing direct contact services to meet requirements of chapter 245C (human services background studies). 
DHS received federal waiver plan approval to implement the background studies for CDCS workers. All of the following home and community-based waiver plans now include this requirement:  
· Brain Injury (BI)

· Community Alternative Care (CAC)

· Community Alternatives for Disabled Individuals (CADI)

· Developmental Disabilities (DD)

· Elderly Waiver (EW)

· Alternative Care (AC)

The background study requirement does not apply to paid workers of participants using the Consumer Support Grant (CSG), but these workers must be enrolled.
How does this affect me?

All CDCS paid workers (receiving payment using waiver and Alternative Care funds) who provide direct contact services to CDCS participants are required to have a background study completed by the Minnesota Department of Human Services Licensing Division by July 31, 2015. DHS will provide additional information to lead agency staff to amend service agreements for Medical Assistance (MA) reimbursement for background studies.

All CSG paid workers must be enrolled with Minnesota Health Care Programs (MHCP) by July 31, 2015, but they are not required to complete a background study.

What do I need to do? 

Fiscal Support Entity (FSE)
All FSEs must submit background study requests for their CDCS workers through the DHS Licensing Background Study Division. This requirement is now included in the MHCP Provider Enrollment process. FSEs must complete this process before MA payment for direct contact services can occur.

New CDCS workers 
Beginning July 1, 2015, new paid workers with CDCS must meet the requirements of chapter 245C by having a DHS background study completed through the FSE before receiving MA payment for direct contact services.  

Existing CDCS workers 
Paid workers currently providing direct contact services to CDCS participants must have a DHS background study completed through the FSE by July 31, 2015. Paid workers must meet the requirements of chapter 245C to continue to receive MA payment for direct contact services.

The FSE must submit the following to MHCP Provider Enrollment by Friday, July 31, 2015, for all CDCS and CSG workers:

· Individual Support Worker Enrollment Application (CDCS and CSG) (DHS-4469A) (PDF)
· Provider Agreement-Individual Support Worker (DHS-4611) (PDF)
Fax enrollment documents to MHCP Provider Enrollment at 651-431-7462. Provider Enrollment will process the application after they receive the documents. The CDCS workers will be affiliated to the FSE based on the status date of the background study and when it passes.
