· Children’s Therapeutic Services and Supports (CTSS) (Provider Manual)
Effective September 1, 2008, schools that intend to provide and submit claims to Minnesota Health Care Plans (MHCP) for children’s mental health services under an Individualized Education Plan (IEP) must apply and receive approval for Children’s Therapeutic Services and Supports (CTSS) certification (M.S. 256B.0943).
Schools may submit an application at any time.  However, the effective date cannot be earlier than the date the Department of Human Services receives the application.

Notification of change
Providers are required to notify DHS of certain changes affecting their ability to meet CTSS standards.

Providers must submit an addendum if they want to add practice sites or services, such as Mental Health Behavioral Aide (MHBA), day treatment, or therapeutic preschool, not included in their most recent CTSS application for certification.
