What is the role of the Minnesota Department of Human Services?

The Department is responsible for supervising and supporting the counties' work in child protection.  This responsibility is carried out by:

· providing support for a flexible, strength based child maltreatment response system including support for the Family Assessment Response

· providing Child Welfare Training to workers, supervisors, and managers

· supporting a Children's Justice Act Task Force which evaluates the child protection assessment and investigation process from a variety of perspectives
