Proposed June 2016 Program Unification Changes


Bulletin #16-11-01 2016, Unified Asset Policy for Economic Assistance Cash Programs, has been published. This bulletin summarizes changes to the asset policies of the Minnesota Family Investment Program (MFIP), Diversionary Work Program (DWP), General Assistance (GA), Group Residential Housing (GRH), and Minnesota Supplemental Aid (MSA) effective June 1, 2016.
Changes proposed for Program Unification - Assets are also available in the Combined Manual.  See Proposed June 2016 Changes on the Future Changes Page of the Combined Manual. The Future Changes Page is located in the left-hand column of the Combined Manual.  This page outlines upcoming policy changes. Changes included on this page are only those specific to program policy that may affect eligibility determinations on MAXIS in the current month +1 benefit period. Reminder for MFIP participants with CCAP 

Participant employment at certain child care centers may be restricted. The Department of Human Services has determined that some centers are out of compliance with a law that restricts payments to children of child care center employees. 

A list has been posted on the Systems Information Resource (SIR) under the MEC² County Action Reports Content Area of the centers statewide that will be out of compliance starting April 11, 2016.

Case workers should use this list: CCAP Providers Over 50 Percent 04112016 to:

• Determine at which centers they can authorize care for children of center employees.
• Track if centers registered by their agency are currently out of compliance.　
• Check if providers that are newly registered by their agency appear on the list.
