


Campus Analysis
Use the following questions to help determine if the facility under review is part of a larger campus. Consider the totality of the evidence from the responses to determine if the facility is part of a campus. If the evidence indicates an integrated operation of multiple providers, consider the facility to be part of a larger campus. If the evidence indicates that the provider operates independently, analyze the provider’s IMD status based on its own characteristics. Inclusion in a campus does not automatically indicate a facility is or is not an IMD. IMD determination requires additional analysis.

	1. Additional Facilities 
Does the license holder own or operate any additional mental health or substance use disorder (SUD) facilities? This includes outpatient, residential, or hospital/inpatient.

	1a.  Geographic Proximity
Are the providers located within 50 miles of one another?

	1b. Proximity to Similar Providers
Do other mental health or SUD providers operate in close geographical proximity to the provider?

	2. Single Administration
Is there a single administrative structure for the facilities in question? This may be evidenced by a single chief executive officer, common HR, a single set of policies and procedures, etc.

	3. Integrated Financial Documents
Do the providers file integrated financial documents? (e.g. cost reports)

	4. Shared Treatment Staff
Do the providers share treatment staff? Consider if treatment staff (e.g. nurses, counselors, technicians) rotate between the facilities based on the needs of the provider (e.g. staff shortages, emergencies, etc.).

If a majority of the treatment staff rotates between the facilities, score this as 2 points. If some of the staff, but less than a majority rotate between the facilities, score this as 1 point.
	
	
	
	

	5. Chief Medical Officer
Do the providers/facilities share a chief medical officer?

	6. Treatment/Program Director
Do the providers/facilities share a treatment/program director?

	7. Combined Recipient Populations
Are multiple recipient populations merged/combined to receive treatment? In other words, do recipients from multiple providers/facilities receive treatment together or at a single location? 

If treatment populations are combined for treatment purposes three or more times per calendar week, or for greater than four hours, score this as 2 points. If treatment populations are combined less than three times per week, for no more than four hours, score this as 1 point. 
	
	
	
	



Note: boxes with an “X” indicate where choices cannot be made. In those situations another question must be completed or weighted scoring is not allowed.

Scoring: there is a max of 10 points possible. In order for multiple components to be defined as a campus, they must score at least 7 points.
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
