Subscribers will receive emails when DHS is seeking public comment on items that will be submitted for federal approval, when requests for federal authority are submitted to the federal government, and when waiver requests have been approved or denied.

If at a later date you decide that you no longer want to receive emails from the Medicaid Waivers email list, you may go to Subscriptions and select “unsubscribe” from the drop-down list.

You may also be interested in subscribing to the Medicaid and CHIP State Plan Amendments list, which provides email notification when new information is available regarding amendments to Minnesota’s Medicaid and CHIP state plan. A Medicaid and CHIP state plan is an agreement between a state and the Federal government describing how that state administers its Medicaid and CHIP programs. It gives an assurance that a state will abide by Federal rules and may claim Federal matching funds for its program activities. The state plan sets out groups of individuals to be covered, services to be provided, methodologies for providers to be reimbursed and the administrative activities that are underway in the state. Waiver Request

The 2013 Minnesota Legislature required the Commissioner of Human Services to seek authority from the Centers for Medicare & Medicaid Services (CMS) to allow Minnesota to continue existing eligibility policy for people receiving services under the Brain Injury (BI) waiver, Community Alternative Care (CAC) waiver, Community Alternatives for Disabled Individuals (CADI) waiver and Developmental Disabilities (DD) waiver. This would allow Minnesota to continue the current practice of disregarding the income and assets of community spouses instead of implementing the anti-spousal impoverishment provisions under the ACA. On June 30, 2014 DHS submitted a Section 1115 Medicaid waiver request to CMS to retain the current HCBS waiver eligibility criteria allowing spousal income and asset disregards.
