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Waiver Request

The 2013 Minnesota Legislature required the Commissioner of Human Services to seek authority from the Centers for Medicare & Medicaid Services (CMS) to allow Minnesota to continue existing eligibility policy for people receiving services under the Brain Injury (BI) waiver, Community Alternative Care (CAC) waiver, Community Alternatives for Disabled Individuals (CADI) waiver and Developmental Disabilities (DD) waiver. This would allow Minnesota to continue the current practice of disregarding the income and assets of community spouses instead of implementing the anti-spousal impoverishment provisions under the ACA. On June 30, 2014 DHS submitted a Section 1115 Medicaid waiver request to CMS to retain the current HCBS waiver eligibility criteria allowing spousal income and asset disregards.
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Update on DHS Agreement with CMS
On December 15, 2015 a notice was issued by the DHS Disability Services Division updating the public on changes in financial eligibility rules impacting married applicants and married people enrolled in the CADI, CAC, BI and DD waiver programs.
