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Overview

DHS and the Centers for Medicare & Medicaid Services (CMS) signed a Memorandum of Understanding (MOU) (PDF) establishing a “Demonstration to Align Administrative Functions for Improvements in Medicare-Medicaid Beneficiary Experience” within the Minnesota Senior Health Options (MSHO) program. The demonstration is also referred to as the “Dual Demo.”

The Dual Demo began on Sept. 13, 2013, and continues until Dec. 31, 2016. It is designed to do the following:

· Enhance integration of services for Medicare-Medicaid Beneficiaries through payment reform and new provider payment models with beneficiaries who are dually eligible for both Medicare and Medicaid.

· Clarify and simplify information and processes about Medicare and Medicaid coverage for beneficiaries and their families.

· Better align oversight of MSHO plans by the State and CMS.

· Improve administrative efficiencies for the MSHO plans and government agencies that serve MSHO enrollees.

· Avoid unnecessary duplication through a joint federal-state monitoring and quality oversight process and a coordinated set of reporting requirements.

The term “dually eligible” refers to people who have benefits through Medicare and Medicaid (known in Minnesota as Medical Assistance).

DHS intends to continue discussions with CMS in a second phase of the Dual Demo Project for the Special Needs BasicCare (SNBC) population.

September 1, 2015: 
Dual Demonstration grant funds were awarded to Volunteers of America Park ElderCenter, Lao Assistance Center of Minnesota, Stairstep Foundation, and Somali Health Solutions. The grants are intended to help culturally diverse elders eligible for the MSHO program by providing them and their supports with outreach, education, and assistance. These grants will last from Sept. 1, 2015 through Aug. 31, 2016. 

August 21, 2015:
Special Needs Purchasing hosted an all-day stakeholder conference about managed care programs for seniors and people with disabilities. This conference was titled “New Connections for Self-Advocacy and Innovation” and brought a wide range of stakeholders for MSHO, Minnesota SeniorCare Plus (MSC+), and SNBC programs together. Stakeholders included program members, providers, representatives from managed care organizations, and policy professionals. 

November 17, 2014:
Special Needs Purchasing hosted an all-day “Best Practice Care Coordination Conference” for MSHO and MSC+ care coordinators. This conference was funded by the Dual Demonstration grant. Over 400 care coordinators from around the state attended the conference.
