Minnesota’s Olmstead Plan has been implemented now for over a year. The Olmstead Subcabinet has committed to an annual process to update and extend the Plan. Seeking public comment is an important part of this process. Therefore, from October 25, 2016 through February 7, 2017, the Subcabinet is seeking feedback from the public on possible amendments to the 39 measurable goals in the Olmstead Plan.  

The focus of the amendment process is to improve the Plan by using lessons learned during the first year to identify barriers that hinder progress on the goals or changes that will improve progress on the goals.  
From October 25 – November 14, 2016, comments were sought on the 39 measurable goals, where there are barriers that hinder progress and where there may be opportunities to improve progress.
